In Painting of Levitated Mass, Adams presents the viewer with an oil 
painting of the boulder that consitutes the famous sculptural work, offering 
a challenge to Heizer’s assertion that “size is real, scale is imagined” and 
intentionally raising questions about realism, representation, and artistic 
media in the context of contemporary art making.
